Suggestions and edits for the Reservoir Brochure:
On Front Page

1:In the middle paragraph on Anonymity, you mistyped the word goint (meaning going).  But really, you don’t even need the word.  It could read: 

Your attendance at AA meetings is your business and no one is to say they saw you here or repeat anything they heard you say.

2.  Under “First things first,” we might expand it by saying WHY we need phone numbers, for example:  Get a lot of names and phone numbers to call when you need help.

3.  Under “Is AA For you? 12 Questions” on number 8:  we need a close parenthesis on “extra drink”

4.  At the top where it reads “The Reservoir Group Alcoholics Anonymous” we might put that in blue.  Also, just look at the brochure and see where the color blue might punch it up a bit.

5.  Underneath the address, Add the AA logo given to you here.  In order to have it fit, you’ll have to reduce the size of type on that section so there’s room for it
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On Inside Page
1.Put Reservoir and the address in Blue, to punch it up (jazz it up as they say).  Feel free to use color anywhere else on the brochure you think might punch it up.  But, in my opinion, we should stick to only one color (like blue), or it will look too busy.

2.  Put the logo of the Big Book and 12x12 under the Reservoir address:

3.  After you mention the central office’s web site, you could say:

(new paragraph) You may also want to check out the Reservoir Group’s web site at reservoiraa.org. 

4,  On the Meeting abbreviations, delete the spacing between the lines so it’s not so large.  If you do this, it will give you space for the logo you’ve inserted at the top of the page under our address.

5. In the middle section, if the Big Book and 12x12 wouldn’t fit underneath our address, you could put it at the top under “The Reservoir Group” instead since there’s plenty of room on this page.

6.  Instead of saying: “Don’t drink and go to meetings” (this sounds like “don’t go to a meeting drunk”), put it as:

  Don’t Drink

       And

Go to Meetings
7.  Under the 12 steps section, on number 2, Power should be lower case (“power”)

8:  Also, under #2, “ourselves” should not have a hyphen in it (one word)

9:  Under #11, there should be a comma after God (“…to improve our conscious contact with God, as we understood him,…”)    
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
