LET'S HAVE AN AA MEETING:  Hello, my name is _______________ and I am an alcoholic.  My sobriety date is ________.  This is the ______________ meeting of the Reservoir Group of Alcoholics Anonymous.  Let's start this meeting with a moment of silence followed by the Serenity Prayer. 

Read before all CLOSED Meetings:  Please turn off or silence all cell phones.  We also ask that you keep your comments reasonably brief so that as many as possible may share.  Thank you.   This is a CLOSED meeting of Alcoholics Anonymous.  In support of AA's singleness of purpose, attendance at closed meetings is limited to persons who have a desire to stop drinking.   If you have a problem with alcohol, you are welcome to attend this meeting.
Read before all OPEN Meetings:  Please turn off or silence all cell phones.  Thank you.  This is an OPEN meeting of Alcoholics Anonymous.  We are happy you are all here, especially newcomers.  In keeping with our singleness of purpose and our third tradition which states that "the only requirement for membership is a desire to stop drinking", we ask all who participate confine your discussion to your problems with alcohol.  We also ask that you keep your comments reasonably brief so that as many as possible may share.
PREAMBLE:  Alcoholics Anonymous is a fellowship of men and women who share their experience, strength and hope with each other that they may solve their common problem and help others to recover from alcoholism.  The only requirement for membership is a desire to stop drinking.  There are no dues or fees for AA membership; we are self supporting through our own contributions.  AA is not allied with any sect, denomination, politics, organization or institution, does not wish to engage in any controversy; neither endorses nor opposes any causes.  Our primary purpose is to stay sober and help other alcoholics to achieve sobriety.
ANNOUNCEMENTS AND GREETINGS:  Are there any AA related announcements?  Is there anyone here attending their very first AA meeting ever?  Are there any out of town visitors?  Is anyone at this meeting for the first time?
24- HOUR AND BIRTHDAY RECOGNITION:  This group offers 24-hour desire chips for anyone wanting to recognize their commitment to a stay sober for 24-hours.  We also recognize anyone celebrating a monthly AA birthday (1-11 months)?  On the First Wednesday of every month we celebrate yearly Sobriety Birthdays at an Open Meeting; if you would like to receive an annual coin, please join us at our Birthday Meeting. 

READINGS:  To start this meeting, I have asked ________ to read How It Works from Chapter 5 of the book "Alcoholics Anonymous" and ______ will read the 12 Traditions. 

AT THE END OF THE MEETING:  If anyone needs a sponsor, please ask someone in this meeting or see the chairperson after the meeting.  (There is a list of names available if you need them).  In accordance with the 7th Tradition, there are no dues or fees, so we pass the basket to help support our meeting.  While the basket is being passed I have asked to read the Promises as found on page 83-84 of our Big Book.
CLOSING:  "Remember: who you see here and what you hear here stays here.  Everyone help clean up!  Let's close with the Lord's Prayer."
Chairperson
1.  Have at least three months of continuous sobriety. 

2.  Be at the meeting 30-45 minutes early to have coffee ready (or get the coffee chairman to do it) and to GREET NEWCOMERS AND VISITORS. 

3.  Have a topic prepared that is in line with the format of the meeting. 

4.  Read and use only literature that relates to alcoholism. If you have a question about this, ask a Trusted Servant. 

5.  Check the cabinet and bulletin board for announcements, flyers, rosters, etc and announce them at the proper time. 

6.  Make sure the room is clean before you leave; this includes emptying coffee, turning off the burners, wiping down the counter and sink, and ensuring all trash is cleared of the tables.
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
